ARTISTS STATEMENT: 

Personal artwork uses the specialist areas of Printmaking and Hand Papermaking to produce work inspired by the imagery encountered in Glasgow and my interaction with certain locations routinely visited as part of every day life. The concept driving its creation is the visual exploration of images, shapes and marks made and left behind by others. These images, whether created accidentally or intentionally, are chanced upon, drawn from their environment, manipulated and re-presented in a form of symbolic language, producing a series of maps which record where I am to be found at this time. The work contains notions of identity and belonging but also suggests the unique ‘character’ and a desire to be, in some form, individual. The work also records my past interaction with certain areas, which like the original marks themselves will, perhaps, eventually fade and become less apparent. Recent work comments more on the papermaking process itself and explores the nature of the materials used as well as a presenting a visual record of the natural environment I encounter.
